
Telephone Tip:
If you’re in the presence of 
noise, cover the mouthpiece 
each time after you speak. This 
prevents noise from traveling 
into your telephone receiver 
and being amplified into your 
own ear (or hearing aid), adding 
confusion to what you may 
already be finding difficult to 
hear.

Two Hearing Aids or One?

The best choice is always to speak to a qualified audiologist 
to help find the best solution for your specific needs.
